Mr. McLaughlin also 
mentioned the Alberta 
Dependants Act is in 
the process of changing 
and should be in effect 
October 2009.

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RDSP INFORMATION BULLETIN - Canadian 
Association for Community Living (CACL)  

 
Please see the attached information from the Canadian Association for 

Community Living (CACL) on some issues in having adults with 
developmental disabilities establish a Registered Disabilities Savings 
Plan (RDSP) in their own name.  AACL is very interested in knowing 

the experiences of individuals with developmental disabilities and their 
families in setting up their RDSP.  

 
The CACL memorandum addresses the possibility that an adult with 
developmental or intellectual disabilities may be required to have a 

guardian or substitute decision maker to establish and RDSP in their 
own name.  AACL does not believe this should be necessary and we 

do not want families to have to apply for guardianship just to have their 
adult family member open an RDSP. In Alberta, a person without a 

guardian is a legal adult and should be legally entitled to establish an 
RDSP.  However, if you encounter difficulty and are the funds 

administrator for your family member through PDD (Persons with 
Developmental Disabilities) or the informal trustee under AISH, these 

maybe sufficient for you to enable an adult with developmental 
disabilities to establish their RDSP if you run into difficulty.  CACL's 

Bulletin adds other information. 
 

Lastly, Alberta's new Guardianship and Trusteeship Act, which will be in 
force later this year, provides for 'supported decision-making' and 'co-

decision making' so this may assist people in the future to open an 
RDSP, if guardianship becomes an issue.
