The RDSP is a new federal program that will help parents
and others to save to ensure the long-term financial security
of a child with a severe disability.

The Alberta government is ensuring Albertans with
disabilities will continue to qualify for benefits as they would
without an RDSP, by fully exempting for provincial financial

assistance programs. Government programs affected by this
cross-ministry initiative include the Assured Income for the
Severely Handicapped (AISH) program, the Alberta Seniors
Benefit program, and the Income Support program.
